Editing Exercises:

In-class editing exercises are due at the end of each class. Missed editing exercises can be made up
and turned in before the start of the following class; however, 1 point will be deducted from the final
score. If an editing exercise is missed, it is the responsibility of the student to watch the missed
lecture on D2L. For your convenience, all lectures are recorded and saved on D2L.
