This course explores the art and techniques for character performance in 3D.
Students will study and employ fundamental principles for character animation
beginning with the essentials of blocking and Inbetweening, and continuing with
the core mechanics including walk cycles, expressions, and lip sync. Students
are required to animate weekly shots culminating in a final lip synced character
performance. PREREQUISITE(S): ANI 231 or ANI 405

After completing this course, students will have:

1. An extensive knowledge of Maya’s animation tools.

2. A broad understanding of all animation styles and techniques, and how they
apply to and can aid animation in 3D.

3. A solid base in animation fundamentals.

4. Professional demo reel quality work.
