DC 340-440: Editing 1l1l/Advanced Editing

Course Description:

This course provides an advanced workshop for students to edit their own narrative or documentary
projects. Students will be expected to bring in their own footage, and will take their projects from
logging, through rough cut, to picture lock. Post-production workflow, and basic sound design and
color correction for picture editors will be emphasized.

e Apply advanced editing workflows and techniques
e Demonstrate a thorough knowledge of Avid Media Composer
e Analyze the evolution of modern editing techniques
